We are grateful to Stocks-

field Parish Council for awarding us a grant to improve and simplify 

the controls for the gas boilers that heat the main hall and the first 

floor rooms, however the electrician who came to fit the new controls 

in early March has run into a problem with connectivity, so this has 

also been delayed.  Hopefully a solution will have been found before 

our next meeting.

th
 April in the main hall, with the usual for-

mat of teams of up to six people.
