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April Board Meeting

Property matters covered a range of issues such as minor repairs, the
fire alarm system, storage space and improvements to heating.

One of the trustees, accompanied by the manager, carried out the
annual Health and Safety Assessment and Fire Risk Assessment at
the end of March. The manager reported that the fire extinguishers
will be serviced on 24™ April.

As anticipated, we have been unsuccessful in obtaining a grant
towards fitting the infra-red heaters in the hall.

We had already received a separate grant to cover a large proportion
of the costs, and will need to fund the remainder from our reserves.
We are still looking to have the Hive system for controlling the gas
boilers fitted; this is dependent on boosting the Wi-Fi signal between
the boiler room and the office. The boiler room is part of an extension
to the original hall, and therefore on the wrong side of the building’s
original 1905 external wall.

The trustees discussed the effects of the parking charges recently
introduced by Northern Rail at the station car park, which is intended
to serve the community as well as rail users.

Although modest, the charges are likely to have a negative effect on
availability of parking space in the vicinity of the community centre.
Stocksfield Community Association sent letters of objection to
Northern Rail during the consultation period in 2024, as did other local
organisations and residents.

As you may know, the Annual Quiz, which should have taken place
on 11" April, had to be cancelled due to unforeseen circumstances.
Unfortunately this came to light just after the April SCAN had been
printed and sent out for delivery. We are now hoping to hold the quiz
in October.
