Guest Wi-Fi Acceptable Use Policy

	PLEASE READ THE TERMS OF THIS ACCEPTABLE USE POLICY CAREFULLY BEFORE USING THE WI-FI SERVICE





A free Wi-Fi network service is provided at Stocksfield Community Centre for the use of members and visitors.
The Wi-Fi Service is provided by Stocksfield Community Association (SCA) and use is at the Trustees’ discretion.
This acceptable use policy sets out the terms and standards that apply when using the Wi-Fi Service.
This acceptable use policy aims to ensure that the Wi-Fi Service is used lawfully, in a way that does not affect the security of the Wi-Fi Service or the service capacity and is in accordance with SCA’s Safeguarding Policy.
Your access to the Wi-Fi Service may be blocked, suspended, or terminated at any time for any reason.
You agree not to use the Wi-Fi Service for any purpose that is unlawful, contrary to the Safeguarding Policy or otherwise prohibited and you are fully responsible for your use.
You agree not to use the Wi-Fi Service for the purpose of accessing or transmitting material which is libellous, defamatory, offensive, obscene; or knowingly transmit any harmful programs or similar computer code designed to adversely affect the operation of any computer software or hardware.
The use of our Wi-Fi service by children, young people or vulnerable adults is subject to the consent of their parent or guardian.

· By connecting to our Wi-Fi Service, you confirm that you accept the terms of this policy and that you agree to comply with them.
